Year Four
· place some historical periods in chronological framework
· use sources of information in ways that go beyond simple observations to answer questions about the past
· communicate his/her learning in an organised and structured way, using appropriate terminology 
· use historic terms related to the period of study
· understand that sources can contradict each other
· use a variety of resources to find out about aspects of life in the past.
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Years Five 
· use dates to order and place events on a timeline
· give some reasons for some important historical events
· make comparisons between aspects of periods of history and the present day
· understand that the type of information available depends on the period of time studied
· evaluate the usefulness of a variety of sources
· compare sources of information available for the study of different times in the past
· present findings and communicate knowledge and understanding in different ways
· provide an account of a historical event based on more than one source


Years Six
· describe a chronologically secure knowledge and understanding of British, local and world history, establishing clear narratives within and across the periods he/she studies
· note connections, contrasts and trends over time and show developing appropriate use of historical terms
· address and sometimes devise historically valid questions about change, cause, similarity and difference, and significance
· construct informed response that involve thoughtful selection and organisation of relevant historical information
· understand how our knowledge of the past is constructed from a range of sources
· make confident use of a variety of sources for independent research
· use evidence to support arguments
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	Geography 
	Years Three and Four
· Identify where countries are within the UK and the key topographical features
· Name and locate cities of the UK
· Identify physical and human features of the locality
· Explain about weather conditions/ patterns around the UK and parts of Europe
· Understand why there are similarities and differences between places
· Develop an awareness of how places relate to each other
                       Year Three
· analyse evidence and draw conclusions e.g. make comparisons between locations using aerial photos/pictures such as populations, temperatures etc.
· recognise that different people hold different views about an issue and begin to understand some of the reasons why
                       Year Four
· understand and use a widening range of geographical terms e.g. specific topic vocabulary – contour, height, valley, erosion, deposition, transportation, headland, volcanoes, earthquakes, etc.


	       Years Five and Six
· Describe and understand the key aspects of human geography, including: types of settlement and land use, economic activity including trade links, and the distribution of natural resources including energy, food, minerals and water. (5/6)

· identify the physical characteristics and key topographical features of the

· understand and use a widening range of geographical terms, e.g. specific topic vocabulary – urban, rural, land, use, sustainability, tributary, trade links etc
· use maps, charts etc. to support decision making about the location of places e.g. new bypass

	Year Three and Four- 3D Art
· improve mastery of techniques such as drawing, paintings and sculpture with varied materials
· Use taught technical skills to adapt and improve his/ her work
· Articulate how he/ she might improve their work using technical terms and reasons as a matter of routine
· create different effects by using a variety of tools and techniques such as bleeds, washes, scratches and splashes
· plan a sculpture through drawing and other preparatory work


	Year Five and Six

· improve mastery of techniques such as drawing, paintings and sculpture with varied materials
· develop different ideas which can be used and explain his/ her choices for the materials and techniques used
· confidently and systematically investigate the potential of new and unfamiliar materials and use these learnt techniques within his/ her work
· evaluate his/ her work against their intended outcome
· use different techniques, colours and textures when designing and making pieces of work and explain his/her choices
